Governor’s Report
Hello friends, neighbors, relatives and Tribal members at large!

Here in the Shawnee area we are seeing a rise in local temperatures. We had some extended showers and thanks to that rain we are seeing an increase 
in our mosquito population. The City of Shawnee is trying to resolve this problem by spraying our City in sections and making tablets available to 
Shawnee citizens who have standing water. The recent Zika virus outbreak and ongoing developments with the West Nile Virus has made this process 
necessary to ensure and/or minimize the concern in our local area. I hope that your cities and/or communities, in your respective areas, are looking at 
how to best resolve this concern as timely intervention is important.

On June 18th the tribe was to hold their elections and by the time you receive this newsletter we may know who has been elected to the Offices of 
Treasurer and Representative. Once these individuals are placed in Office we can then move forward to address upcoming fiscal year issues/concerns that 
require resolving through the assistance of our newly elected officials. I look forward to the challenges and opportunities this will provide to the tribe.
Court Actions of Note
Jeff and Isaac Gibson
At the preliminary status review hearing date held on May 23rd another review date was set by Judge Haddocks for July 12th with trial dates set for each 
defendant. Lt. Governor Isaac Gibson’s trial date is set for October 10-11 or 12th if needed. Former Representative Jeff “J.W.” Gibson, who currently 
holds the title of TERO Coordinator and works for Secretary John Johnson, his trial date is set for October 17-19th. Both Gibson’s are being tried for 
embezzlement, fraudulent use of a credit card, misusing public monies, unlawful official action, and criminal conspiracy.
Ken Blanchard
The Election Commission obtained legal counsel and on June 4th their attorney explored the action filed by Ken Blanchard on whether the Election 
Commission correctly held the Lt. Governor election in March. Election Commission correctly held the Lt. Governor election in March.  Mr. Blanchard 
acted as his own legal counsel. The question being asked was whether the Election Commission acted outside of the tribes Constitution by placing two 
candidates on the March General Election ballot instead of placing them both on the June Run Off ballot. Judge Matt Thomas listened to both sides 
arguments and encouraged the introduction of any documents that might assist him in making a ruling. In the Journal Entry of Judgment it stated the 
Election Commission had recognized the discrepancies of past practices and sought and received an Attorney General Opinion on January 14, 2016. 
This opinion led the Election Commission to inform Mr. Blanchard that the Lt. Governor election would be conducted in March 2016. No action was 
taken by Ken Blanchard between January 2016 and March 2016 to challenge the Attorney General’s opinion or the Election Commission’s decision to 
hold the Lt. Governor election in March 2016. Mr. Blanchard campaigned against and lost to Isaac Gibson in March. The Election Commission certified 
that vote and on March 28th Ken Blanchard protested the Election taking place in March 2016 rather than June 2016.  The Election Commission 
considered the protest and affirmed their results for the March election for the Lt. Governor. On April 13th Ken Blanchard filed a court action against 
the Election Commission. Mr. Blanchard argued the Election Ordinance should be voided because it was drafted or passed improperly but presented no 
evidence to support that argument. The Election Ordinance is nine years old and appears to have been duly authorized and passed as required by law. 
The Court found Mr. Blanchard’s argument that the Election Ordinance is somehow void- unpersuasive. The Court ruled that the Election Commission 
correctly held the Lt. Governor election in March 2016 and that the Attorney General opinion of January correctly decided that races between only two 
candidates may be held as part of the March primary election.

Basics of the Settlement: 
 
When is the settlement going to be paid out to Class Members (Tribes)? 
 
   We expect the United States Treasury to pay the settlement amount to the Class in June 2016. The 
earliest individual Class Members (Tribes) will receive payments is late July or August 206, although 
FACTORS BEYOND OUR CONTROL COULD CHANGE THIS TIMEFRAME.  
 
What needs to happen before an individual Class Member (Tribe) gets its share of the 
settlement? 
 
   The Settlement Administrator will send each Class Member (Tribe) a Claim form showing the dollar 
amount of it’s share of the net settlement amount, as calculated under the Court-approved settlement 
plan. This form must be signed and returned before that Class Member (Tribe) receives its share. 
 
Has The federal court approved the settlement, including deductions for attorneys’ fees and 
costs? 
 
   Yes. On February 23, 2016, the federal court issued a lengthy opinion and a final judgment 
approving all aspects of the proposed settlement. 
 
When did the settlement become final? 
 
   The settlement became final on April 25, 2016. 
 
How much is the settlement amount? 
 
   The settlement amount is $940,000,000, plus accrued interest from February 23, 2016 until  
the funds are paid by the U.S. Treasury. 
 
When will the Settlement Administrator send out Claim Forms to Class Members (Tribes)? 
 
   The Settlement Administrator hopes to send Claim Forms to Class Members (Tribes) within 30-45 
days after U.S. Treasury provides the funds.

U.S. Department of Justice

The Tribal Justice Strategic Planning Committee will be asking members of our community to complete a survey that 
will be printed in the tribal newsletter; posted on the tribe’s website; and will be available at a table to be set up at the General 
Council Meeting in October.

In September 2015 AST received notification that we would be awarded a U.S. Department of Justice 18 month (10/01/15 
to 03/31/2017) grant. The focus of the grant is to develop a 5 year plan to improve the services associated with Public 
Safety. To complete this plan a Strategic Planning Committee was formed. This committee is comprised of individuals 
from Domestic Violence, Law Enforcement, Community, Governor or her designee, Courts, Grants and the CTAS Project 
Coordinator. To assist the committee Fox Valley trainers provided a two day onsite training with the goal being to assist with 
Phase one of the grant. Phase one involved  confirming board members; developing a strategy to gain support; developing 
a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) or Resolution; identifying tools for working together and problem solving; defining 
the vision and mission; and creating a plan for data collection. This is where the Strategic Planning Committee is seeking 
your help – which is to complete a four page, front and back, survey. The survey will ask you questions regarding your 
community and if you feel safe in your home and surroundings. Your responses on the survey will remain confidential with 
no names given or taken. The information provided through this survey will assist in development of the tribes five year 
strategic plan. By creating this strategic plan it will provide direction to the tribe’s Public Safety department and assist the 
AST to receive priority on future grant funds. This plan will in turn enhance existing services which will better serve you 
and your community.  

We do hope that you will help us, to help you, by completing this survey! If you questions or would like to know more 
about the grant please contact Glenna Jones, Grant Wiriter/Administrator, at 405-275-4030, Ext.

The AST Domestic Violence Program received a 15 month grant Award from the OK District Attorneys Council in the 
amount of $261,201 to begin July 01/2016.

It will fund a full time Transitional Housing Coordinator, a part-time Court Advocate, Travel, Equipment, Supplies and 
Victims Assistance.

• Negotiated sales must follow the proper procedures to ensure the transaction is considered for approval.
• A family member of a deceased landowner must initiate the probate process.

LAND BUY BACK PROGRAM
The Department of Interior recently advised they are expanding their schedule for implementing the Land Buy Back Program and 

adding 63 additional locations for the period of 2018 through 2021. This program began making offers in 2013. It has paid over $740 
million to individual landowners and restored the equivalent of nearly 1.5 million acres to tribal governments. This expansion brings the 
number of locations being planned for the program to 105. This total includes 96 percent of all landowners with fractionated interests and 
more than 98 percent of both purchasable fractional interests and equivalent acres in Program eligible areas. There are currently about 
245,000 landowners holding approximately 3 million fractional interests across Indian Country.

The intent of the Buy Back program is to partner with tribal governments to stimulate new opportunities so that tribes can operate 
more efficiently, enter into community discussions and create plans that ensure lands stay in trust.  The Program implements the land 
consolidation component of the Cobell settlement which provided $1.9 billion to purchase fractional interests in trust or restricted land 
from willing sellers at fair market value within a ten year window. If a fractional land interest owner decides to sell their fraction you will 
receive a payment directly into your individual Indian Money (IM) account. The lands purchased through this process are immediately 
restored to tribal trust ownership to benefit the community and tribal members. In the upcoming months a Program representative will 
be communicating with our tribe on the process and its implementation. 

Our tribe is on the new expanded Program list and members with eligible fractional interests are encouraged to call the Trust Beneficiary 
Call Center (Call Center) at 888-678-6836 and indicate whether you are a willing seller and/or to update contact information. By registering 
as a willing seller it does NOT commit you to selling your land, nor will it guarantee an offer will be extended; it merely identifies your 
interest and assist in advancing planning. Individual landowners can contact the Call Center, Office of the Special Trustee or BIA office to 
learn more about your land and options available to you.

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EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Seniors: Importance of a Personal Support Network

In preparation for emergencies, senior citizens should create a personal 
support network made up of several individuals who will check in on 
them in an emergency, to ensure your wellness and to give assistance 
if needed.  This network can consist of friends, roommates, family 
members, relatives, personal attendants, co-workers, and neighbors.  A 
minimum of three people can be identified at each location where you 
regularly spend time.

There are seven important items to discuss and implement with a personal 
support network:
Make arrangements before an emergency for your support network to 
immediately check on you after a disaster, and if needed, offer assistance.

• Exchange important keys.
• Show them where emergency supplies are kept
• Share copies of your relevant emergency documents, evacuation 

plans, and emergency health information card.
• Agree and practice methods for contacting each other in an 

emergency. Do not count on the telephones working.
• You and your personal support network should always notify each 

other when going out of town and when you will return.
• This relationship should be mutual. Learn about each other’s needs 

and how to help each other in an emergency.

Tornado Safety
• What to look and listen for.
• A watch means conditions are favorable for a tornado. Watch the 

sky and listen to NOAA weather radio to keep up with the latest 
updates regarding the storm.

• A warning means a tornado has been spotted and people in that 
area should take cover immediately.

• Watch for dark greenish colored skies, large hail, a wall cloud 
(large, low-lying, dark cloud), and listen for a loud roar similar to 
a freight train.

Where to Go During a Tornado
If a tornado warning is posted in your area, seek shelter in a pre-

designated area such a storm cellar or basement. If underground shelter is 
not available, find an interior room or hallway and crouch down covering 
your head with your hands. Stay away from doors and windows. If you 
are in a mobile home get out immediately. Find shelter on the lowest 
floor of a nearby building, or lie flat in a ditch. Mobile homes offer very 
little protection from tornados.

If you are in a vehicle, leave it immediately and take cover in a nearby 
ditch. Do not use your car as a form of shelter. DO NOT get under an 
overpass or bridge. This may be ever more dangerous than open ground. 
A wind tunnel effect can cause higher wind speeds and could drive debris 
toward you or pull you out from under the overpass.
Pet Safety

• Find a kennel or cage for every animal you have and put them in 
the safest room in the house when a tornado watch is issued.

• Make an emergency food supply for pets. Get pull tab cans or 
pouches for easy opening and have an extra gallon or two of water.

• Pack collars and leashes for each dog or cat.

After the Storm
• Stay in the safe room for several minutes after the storm. Large 

tornadoes have an eye so more destruction may be coming.
• Keep all pets on a leash and do not leave them outside unsupervised.
• Do not light candles even after the storm has passed.  Use 

flashlights. Ruptured gas lines can create a fire hazard.

Preparation for Warm Weather
Preventing Heat-Related Illness

• Dress for the heat. Wear lightweight, light colored clothing.  Light 
colors reflect away the sun’s energy, it is a good idea to wear hats 
or use an umbrella.

• Drink water. Carry water or juice with you and stay hydrated and 
drink continuously even if you do not feel thirsty. Avoid caffeine 
and alcohol, which dehydrate the body.

• Eat small meals and eat more often. Avoid foods high in protein 
which increase metabolic heat.

• Avoid using salt tablets unless directed to do so by a physician.
• Slow down, avoid strenuous activity or do it during the coolest 

part of the day which is usually in the morning between 4 and 7 
a.m.

• Stay indoors when possible.
• Take regular breaks when engaged in physical activity on warm 

days. Take time out to find a cool place. If you recognize you or 
someone else is showing signs of a heat-related illness, stop activity 
and find a cool place.

Signs of heat exhaustion
• Cool, moist, pale skin (skin may be red right after physical activity)
• Headache
• Dizziness and weakness or exhaustion
• Nausea
• The skin may not feel hot

Signs of heat stroke
• Vomiting
• Decreased alertness level or complete loss of consciousness
• High body temperature (sometimes as high as 105 degrees)
• Skin may still be moist or the victim may stop sweating and skin 

may be red, hot and dry
• Rapid, weak pulse
• Rapid, shallow breathing

Heat exhaustion is life threatening, call 911

These 
advocacy efforts caused Congress to mandate the 
National Institute of Justice (NIJ) to conduct a 
national baseline study focusing on public safety, 
public health and wellness needs of Indian women 
living on tribal lands.

The Absentee Shawnee Tribe seeks to better 
understand and more fully address the public 
safety, health and wellness needs of our Absentee 
Shawnee women. A participatory agreement was 
passed by the Executive Committee on February 17, 
2016, E-AS-2016-09 ensuring Absentee Shawnee 
women may participate in the study. The research 
activities will begin this summer and conclude by 
fall/winter. The activities include interviews with 
a simple random sample of Absentee Shawnee 
women. Information obtained through the randomly 
selected participant sample will remain confidential 
and be used exclusively for this aggregate study. 
Trained Indian women interviewers will conduct 
the interviews.

The Tribe looks forward to the American Indian 
Development Associates conducting this Study as 
the Tribe hopes to learn about effective ways we 
can improve responses to the public safety, public 
health and wellness needs of our Indian women. By 
participating in this nation wide research study the 
Absentee Shawnee Tribe will be helping to advance 
the best ways to conduct culturally effective and 
respectful research in tribal communities that 
may be used for policy development, program 
improvements, and the enhancement of Indian 
women’s public safety, public health and wellness 
needs.

(Sac & Fox) and sister to Shoshanna Johnson (AST and Sac & Fox). Stevi’s paternal grandparents are Willard “Poncho” Walker 
(Sac & Fox) and JoAnn Walker (AST). Her maternal grandparents are Gene Perez and Sue Brown Sanchez (Sac & Fox). 

Ms. Johnson was selected for the 2016 Jr. Miss Sac & Fox Princess title based on her tribal greeting, tribal dress, knowledge 
of tribal history and her traditional/contemporary talents. Her Native name is Thedahquah, which means “Misty Girl” in the 
Sac & Fox language. She chose to wear a traditional Sac & Fox dress that her uncle “Oodie” made for her as well as discuss 
the history of how the Sac & Fox tribe settled to Stroud, OK.

An open letter from a Tribal member/Veteran
Mr. Francis A. Tiger/Peyagetisemo

Tribal members, family, friends;
I am writing to inform the Executive Committee of certain infractions as I see due to controlling the services to the membership. I have 

been receiving transportation from the tribe since October 2014 for my treatment of Dialysis here in Shawnee. Now it seems that I need to 
find other transportation for my treatment due to the fact that the transportation department does not have adequate drivers to take care 
of the needs. I have had problems with the program/services for sometime.

After I had fallen at my apartment I was treated the emergency room at St. Anthony’s on Sunday afternoon. Monday I went to AST 
clinic for treatment and redressing of my arm. The first thing I was asked was if I had an appointment. Had I known that I needed an 
appointment for an accident I would have made one. Then they made me sit and wait for the doctor to become available to see my wound. 
The nurse called me and then she had to wait for the doctor and when the doctor came in she asked me about my problems from over a 
year ago and then she finally got around to asking me about the reason I was here. Eventually she had the nurse wrap my arm and told me 
to have the dressing redone on Wednesday. When I went to have my arm taken care of they asked me if I had an appointment. I told them 
I was to have dressing done today. I tried to call to speak with Doctor Mitlo at 2:00 P.M. and she had left after her 2 P.M. appointment and 
nurse wasn’t available either. After they conferred with the doctor, they told me to go to my Primary Care doctor. If the AST tribe is not 
my primary care treatment place then I have been seeing the wrong people for over 60 years. Now this is the reason the as a Veteran 100% 
disabled that I don’t transfer my VA records so they can get my benefits. I have never liked the “White Elephant” at Little Axe since all they 
have shown me is that we have funds to hire all the new doctors at three times the price we pay all of our Executive Officers.

I have made arrangements with the VA to provide me with transportation for my dialysis treatments and I DO NOT anticipate using 
the services of the tribe. What has happen to the many good things that we have received for many years? Have we become so adapted to 
the White culture that we forget our own people and their needs? I read where the CPN won their case against the State for the sales tax 
to be rescinded and we can’t get our per cap funds without a State sales tax. I think that the legal department needs to be revamped to our 
benefit instead of the state, city and county governments. We need Indian lawyers who understand the laws that were written for the Indian 
world and not the laws as interpreted for the white race advantage. I helped write the ICWA in 1973, I helped with the wording of Public 
Law 94-638. These were written years before many of the Tribal members of today. Let’s return to the “OLD WAYS” that we were taught 
and stop all the mistakes.

Tecumseh was a Great Warrior but it seems that one of the Executive Committee decided that the VETERANS were not worthy of an 
office That Governor Larry started.

Thank you Tribal members and let’s get back to being the PROUD Absentee Shawnees we were raised. Neyawe Peyagetismo

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FOSTER CARE

Native American youth are facing 
a crisis. These children are being 
removed from their homes and 
placed into the child welfare system 
at rates much higher than any 
other population. Native American 
children are often placed in homes 
outside of their families, tribes, 
and Native American culture and 
all this contributes to significant 
social problems. The story of Native 
American people is a complicated 
one marked by significant trauma 
and atrocities. Often times this 
trauma consisted of the removal 
of abuse which happened to 
these young and vulnerable children in many of these schools resulted in 
overwhelming intergenerational trauma and unresolved grief. This trauma which 
interrupted the ability to parent has led directly to the most current social 
problems that plague Native American communities today including alcohol/
drug abuse, domestic violence, child abuse, sexual abuse and parenting 
deficiencies. All of these problems have contributed to the break-down of 
the family unit, leading to the removal of large numbers of Native American 
youth from their families. The journey of healing and breaking the cycles which 
have been put in place by the historical trauma experienced by generations of 
Native Americans requires that the cultural identity for so long denied to these 
children be returned. Native American youth have two distinct influences, that 
of their family of origin and that of their caregivers. Absentee Shawnee Tribal 
Foster Care is in need of homes for children that are in our child welfare system. 
Your participation in being a foster parent helps to ensure that these children 
have positive connections to their culture which in helps nurture a positive 
sense of identification as a Native American. By being willing to do this, you 
can be a valuable part of the healing journey that will help strengthen this 
next generation of Absentee Shawnee children; in turn, helping those children 
become the parents that their children will need them to be. Our children are 
our future, what will we have our future be? Will you, as Absentee Shawnee 
member, do your part if you are able?

Racial disproportionality is defined as the over-or 
under-representation of certain groups (e.g. racial/
ethnic, gender, age) relative to the group’s proportion 
in the general population. Reports conducted in 
2008 showed that, compared to other groups, Native 
American children were:

• 3 times more likely to be referred to CPS
• 1.6 times more likely to be removed from their 

biological homes
• Twice as likely to remain in foster care for over 

two years
• Less likely to be adopted and more likely to be in 

guardianships
• Less likely to be reunited with their biological 

parents
The sad reality is that there are not enough culturally appropriate homes for these 

children, resulting in the placement of Native American children in homes that do not 
share their cultural heritage or traditions. We want to place “our tribal” children in our 
own homes, to do this we need tribal members to open their homes and their hearts.

WHAT IS A FOSTER CARE WORKER?
Foster care caseworker training involves completing a bachelor's 
degree program in social work through a college or university. 
Students take courses in psychology, abnormal psychology, 
sociology, economics, ethics, child welfare policies and complete a 
supervised internship.

The child’s Foster Care Worker needs to be a partner with the foster 
parents to ensure that each child receives the full spectrum of 
services provided and/or arranged by the Department.

Some aspects of this relationship include the following:

•  Sharing information on an ongoing basis regarding the 
child’s individual needs, family situation and adjustment to the 
foster home
•  Encouraging the foster parents to participate in the total 
service planning process
•  Providing the foster parents the opportunity to discuss the 
child’s progress and any unmet needs which they assess
•  Providing the foster parent with information, support, 
guidance and referrals to other professionals on the child’s 
behalf
•  Helping the foster family, when necessary, to identify and 
obtain services for the foster child; e.g., medical, educational
•  Ensuring that the foster family, on the child’s behalf, has 
access to all financial resources available to the child while in 
foster care.

A Foster Care Worker works in conjunction with Tribal Courts, 
Tribal Law Enforcement, Bureau of Indian Affairs, and other county 
services. Indian Child Welfare’s goal is to ensure the safety of our 
tribal children when they placed in foster care. The homes that our 
tribal children are placed in must complete Child Welfare Background 
Check, OSBI Background Check, Income Verification, Home Study, 
and a Physical. Our AST foster homes are licensed by our Foster 
Care Committee.

0-5 age $14.73 day $441.97 month

6-12 age $17.12 day $513.57 month

12 and over $19.30 day $579.13 month

health status of our tribal members to the highest possible level 
by providing services in the area of water and wastewater. To 
qualify for a water well and/or septic system, the applicant must 
be an enrolled Absentee Shawnee Tribal member and reside 
within one of these six counties; Pottawatomie, Cleveland, 
Oklahoma, Payne, Lincoln, or Logan, provide land ownership 
by verification such as a Warranty Deed or Notarized Lease 
Agreement through the Absentee Shawnee Tribe Reality 
Department. Proof of income is not required. 

The services we provide are: new water wells, renovation of 
a water wells, new city or rural water connections, replacement 
of city or rural water service lines, new wastewater septic 
systems, renovation of septic systems, new city sewer lines/ 
renovation of city sewer lines and water treatment systems as 
needed. We are not funded to perform annual pumping of septic 
tanks.

Mosquitoes can get inside broken or unsealed septic tanks and lay eggs. Each day thousands of 
mosquitoes fly out of cracked or broken septic tanks. Mosquitoes can spread viruses like Zika, 
dengue, West Nile, and chikungunya.

 y Open or unsealed

 y Broken with cracks or spaces between the blocks
